5. Make a poster and present project to class or complete a power point presentation

6. Complete record book for project.

3. Plant a mini vegetable or herb garden

· Explain what you liked and didn’t like about project and if you would do something like this again.

· Present poster and tell about pictures to the class.

· Tell class the five skills that you learned

· Maintain good eye contact and poise during presentation.

5. 25 Pts Record Book:
